OPENING KICK
u	 Making its first appearance in the College Football Playoff, fourth-ranked Okla-
homa (11-1 overall, 8-1 Big 12) continues pursuit of its eighth national title when it 
meets top-ranked Clemson (13-0, 8-0 ACC) in the Capital One Orange Bowl on Dec. 
31 at 4:10 p.m. ET in Miami Gardens, Fla. The game will be televised by ESPN with 
Brad Nessler, Todd Blackledge and Holly Rowe announcing.

u	 Oklahoma is making its 19th Orange Bowl appearance, more than any other 
school (Nebraska is next with 17). OU’s 12 Orange Bowl wins also pace all 
programs (Nebraska ranks second with eight victories). Four of the Sooners’ seven 
national championships culminated with Orange Bowl wins.

u	 This marks Oklahoma’s 49th bowl appearance. OU’s .594 bowl winning percentage 
(28-19-1) is fourth best among the 15 teams with at least 40 bowl appearances.

u	 The Sooners are 5-0 against AP-ranked opponents this year. OU has more wins 
without a loss against AP-ranked foes than any team in the country.

u	 For the first time in school history, OU will face its fourth straight opponent 
ranked in the AP’s top 11 when it meets No. 1 Clemson. The Sooners won their last 
three games (two of them on the road) by an average score of 44-29.

u	 Oklahoma is ranked No. 1 in ESPN’s Football Power Index and No. 2 (behind 
Alabama) in the Sagarin power ratings.

u	 OU’s seven-game winning streak is the fifth-longest active streak in the country 
and the Sooners’ longest since winning 11 straight in the 2010-11 seasons. The last 
time OU had a longer single-season winning streak was in 2006 (eight games).

u	 The Sooners have secured their 13th season of at least 10 wins under 17th-year 
head coach Bob Stoops. Under his direction, Oklahoma is the only FBS program to 
rack up 13 seasons of double-digit victories since 2000.

u	 This marks OU’s 17th consecutive bowl bid, all under Stoops. It is the longest 
streak in school history (previous record was eight under Barry Switzer) and 
the third longest active streak in the nation (Virginia Tech 23; Georgia 19).

u	 This year’s Big 12 title was Oklahoma’s ninth under Stoops, meaning he has 
won league championships at OU more years than he has not. No other program 
has claimed more than two Big 12 championships during the Stoops era.

u	 Oklahoma is 55-27 (.671) vs. AP Top 25 teams in the Stoops era. The win 
percentage is the best in the country during the span and the win total is second 
behind LSU (57).

u	 The Sooners have not played since a 58-23 Big 12-clinching win at then-No. 
11/9/10 Oklahoma State on Nov. 28. OU led 14-10 after the first quarter before ex-
ploding for 30 points in the second quarter to take a 44-20 lead and put the game 
away. Baker Mayfield threw two touchdown passes and ran for 77 yards and 
another score. Joe Mixon rushed for 136 yards and two touchdowns, Samaje 
Perine ran for 131 yards and two scores, and Jordan Thomas intercepted two 
passes and returned one for a touchdown in the Sooners’ win.

Bob Stoops, who this year registered 
his ninth Big 12 title, has directed the 
Sooners to a school-record 17th straight 
bowl game (the former Oklahoma record 
was eight under Barry Switzer). This year’s 
Orange Bowl appearance marks OU’s 10th 
showing under Stoops in either a Bowl 
Championship Series or College Football 
Playoff bowl game. Stoops and OU won the 
2000 national title at the Orange Bowl.

u	 Clemson, No. 1 in each of the College Football Playoff rankings 
this year, defeated North Carolina 45-37 in the ACC Championship 
Game to win the program’s 15th conference crown. Quarterback 
Deshaun Watson was named MVP after totaling 420 yards of total 
offense and accounting for five touchdowns against the Tar Heels.

FIVE TOP STORYLINES
u	 Oklahoma has faced four of the five teams it lost to last year and 
has rebounded to defeat all four of those opponents (beat Kansas State 
55-0, Baylor 44-34, TCU 30-29 and Oklahoma State 58-23). The other 
team to beat the Sooners last year was Clemson (40-6 in the Russell 
Athletic Bowl).

u	 Oklahoma boasts the nation’s best combined ranking (24) in scoring 
offense and scoring defense. The Sooners own the country’s No. 3 
scoring offense (45.8 ppg) and No. 21 scoring defense (20.8 ppg). 
Clemson has the fifth best combined ranking (33). It ranks No. 15 in 
scoring offense (38.5 ppg) and 18th in scoring defense (20.2 ppg).

u	 Clemson’s Deshaun Watson and Oklahoma’s Baker Mayfield finished third and fourth in Heisman Trophy balloting, re-
spectively, and each quarterback has been recognized as a first-team All-American by multiple organizations. Mayfield has thrown 
35 touchdown passes and five interceptions (7.0 ratio), while Watson has thrown for 30 TDs with 11 interceptions (2.7 ratio).

u	 The Sooners held eight of their nine Big 12 opponents to yardage totals below what they were averaging at the time of compe-
tition against OU. The nine league opponents combined to average 491 yards as they prepared to face the Sooners, but averaged 
a combined 347 yards (-144) against OU. See full details in the chart above.

u	 In the season’s first six games, Oklahoma averaged 158.8 rushing yards on 3.8 yards per carry. Over the last six outings, the 
Sooners are averaging 311.2 rushing yards on 6.4 yards per attempt (most per carry in the nation during the stretch). Meanwhile, 
OU is allowing only 128.8 rushing yards (3.5 yards per carry) over the last six games.

NOTING OU’S SEVEN-GAME WINNING STREAK
u	Since losing 21-14 to Texas on Oct. 10 in Dallas, the Sooners have 
dominated the opposition. Oklahoma has outscored its last seven op-
ponents by 228 points (an average of 32.6) and has outgained them by an 
average of 251.8 yards. 

u	Dating back to the Oct. 17 win at Kansas State (last seven games), OU 
ranks first nationally in points per game (52.0), total offense per game 
(592.9 yards), total touchdowns (48), offensive TDs (46), first downs per 
game (29.6) and interceptions (15).

u	Quarterback Baker Mayfield has completed 70.7 percent of his passes 
over the last seven games (average of 256.6 yards; has exited four of the 
seven early, one at halftime) with 21 TDs and just two interceptions. Dating 
back to Oct. 17, Mayfield ranks first nationally in pass TD/interception ratio 
(10.5), second in pass efficiency rating (183.9) and passing TDs, and third 
in completion percentage (70.7) and touchdown percentage (11.0).

u	Running backs Samaje Perine (132.4) and Joe Mixon (84.1) are 
averaging a combined 216.5 rushing yards and have totaled 18 rushing TDs 
over the last seven games. Perine is averaging 7.2 yards a carry during the stretch while Mixon ranks third nationally during the 
period by averaging 7.6. Perine’s 12 rushing TDs since Oct. 17 rank second nationally.

u	Wide receiver Sterling Shepard ranks third nationally since Oct. 17 in TD receptions (8) and yards from scrimmage per 
touch (14.8), and fourth in receiving yards per game (112.1; minimum seven games).

u	Kicker Austin Seibert leads the nation since Oct. 17 in made extra points (45) and ranks fourth in points per game (10.3).

u	Cornerback Zack Sanchez has registered five interceptions since Oct. 17, tied for the most in the nation. The five picks have 
basically come in four games. Sanchez missed two games during the seven-game stretch due to an ankle injury and all but one 
play of another for the same reason.

SOONERS STATE CASE AS NATION’S MOST COMPLETE TEAM
u	No team in the country can claim to be a more complete team than Oklahoma. The Sooners possess the nation’s best combined 
ranking (24) in scoring offense (No. 3) and scoring defense (No. 21), and are the only FBS squad that ranks in the top 35 nationally 
in points per game, points allowed per game, yards per game (7th), yards allowed per game (31st), rushing yards per game 
(17th), passing yards per game (18th), sacks per game (4th), interceptions per game (7th), turnover margin (14th) and net punt-
ing average (7th).

u	OFFENSE: Oklahoma is the highest scoring football program of all-time, and only two Sooner teams have ever averaged more 
points than the 45.8 this year’s squad is averaging. Over the past seven games, OU has kicked it up a couple notches, averaging 
52.0 points per contest. The Sooners have accounted for more than 500 yards of offense in each of the last seven games, and 
three of the top five single-game yardage totals of the 17-year Bob Stoops era have been recorded this year, including the top 
figure of 773 (vs. Tulsa).

u	DEFENSE: OU leads the Big 12 in scoring defense (20.8 ppg), total defense (350.7 ypg), rushing defense (149.2 ypg), pass-
ing defense (201.5 ypg) and pass efficiency defense (108.0). In the 19 years of the Big 12, no team has ever finished the season 
as the league’s leader in all of those categories.

u	PUNTING: OU ranks seventh nationally in net punting average (41.5 yards) and leads the nation by surrendering 0.7 yards per 
punt return (opponents have returned 10 punts for a total of seven yards; only one other team is below 2.0 yards per return).

Oklahoma was good in its first five games of the 
season, but has really elevated its play on both 
sides of the ball the last seven outings, all wins.

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u	PLACEKICKING: Freshman Austin Seibert, who is also OU’s punter, has scored 119 points this season, the second most 
ever by an OU kicker and the second most by a freshman in school history (Samaje Perine had 126 points last year).

u	KICK RETURNS: A second-team All-American by CBS Sports last year as a kick returner, junior Alex Ross recorded 170 
kick return yards against Oklahoma State in OU’s last game, the fourth most in a contest in school history. He had a 90-yard 
return in the win, making him the first player in OU history to produce three kick returns of at least 90 yards in a career.

SOONERS VS. AP NO. 1
u	In FBS history, Oklahoma is tied with Alabama, Miami (Fla.) and Purdue for the second most wins over the AP No. 1 team with 
seven. Only Notre Dame (8) has more wins against the top-ranked team.

u	Under Bob Stoops, Oklahoma is 2-1 against top-ranked teams. The last time OU faced No. 1 was Dec. 1, 2007, when it beat 
Missouri in the Big 12 Championship game, 38-17. Prior to that, OU lost to No. 1 USC, 55-19, in the 2005 Orange Bowl and 
defeated No. 1 Nebraska, 31-14, in Norman on Oct. 28, 2000.

u	The Sooners are 7-12-2 all-time against the AP’s top-ranked team.

u	OU is 43-10-1 (.806) all-time as the AP’s No. 4 team in the country, and owns an 18-3 mark under Stoops.

PASS DEFENSE SIGNIFICANTLY IMPROVED
u	After ranking 51st nationally in total defense last season (382.6 
yards allowed per game), OU ranks 31st this season (350.7 ypg). 
The jump can be traced to the Sooners’ dramatic improvement 
against the pass. Last year they ranked 117th in pass defense 
(276.2 ypg), but this season rank 34th (201.5 ypg). And that’s after 
facing Texas Tech, TCU, Baylor and Oklahoma State, which are 
currently ranked second, ninth, 20th and seventh in the nation, 
respectively, in passing offense (OU held them to 175, 100, 148 
and 35 yards below their season averages in passing yards).

u	Oklahoma has held three of its 12 opponents to less than 100 
passing yards each, four to 125 or fewer passing yards and six to 
less than 200 passing yards.

u	The Sooners’ 19 interceptions this year are five more than they 
had all of last season (in one fewer game this year). OU has 15 interceptions and 23 sacks over the last seven games (all wins).

MORE DEFENSIVE NOTES
u	Out of 127 FBS teams, OU now ranks fourth in sacks per game (3.2), fifth in interceptions per game (1.6), 12th in pass ef-
ficiency defense (108.3), 15th in defensive pass completion percentage (.526) and 21st in scoring defense (20.8 ppg).

u	 Over the season’s first three games, OU was -4 in turnover margin. Over the last nine contests (all in Big 12 play), it is +14. 

u	 Prior to the Kansas game on Oct. 31, senior defensive end Charles Tapper had 3.0 sacks (all in 2014) over a 20-game span go-
ing back to the start of last year. Over the last five games he has 7.0 total sacks. He has also forced three fumbles during the stretch. 

u	 With 23.0 career sacks (7.5 this season), senior Eric Striker is OU’s all-time leader in the category among linebackers (he has 9.0 
more than second-place Rocky Calmus [1998-01]) and is tied for fifth overall in school history. Striker ranks second in the Big 12 in 
tackles for loss (16.0) and fifth in the Big 12 in sacks this year (7.5). He has 14.0 tackles for loss over the last nine outings (1.6/game).

u	 Cornerbacks Zack Sanchez (six) and Jordan Thomas (five) rank first and third in the Big 12 in interceptions. Sanchez, who 
was injured on the first play against Texas Tech on Oct. 24 and missed the rest of that game and the next two, returned to register 
an interception at Baylor and two more against TCU. He has five picks in the last four games (not including the Texas Tech contest). 
Sanchez has 14 career interceptions, tied for sixth most in school history, 
and is tied for the OU career lead with three pick-sixes. Thomas had two 
interceptions at Oklahoma State, including one he returned for a score. It was 
his second game this year with multiple INTs.

u	 Sanchez and Thomas join West Virginia’s Daryl Worley and Karl 
Joseph as the only teammates to each have at least 5 interceptions this year.

MAYFIELD’S GOT THE NUMBERS
u	Junior quarterback Baker Mayfield has been masterful in his first year 
of competition with the Sooners. A former walk-on at Texas Tech (he was 
named 2013 Big 12 Offensive Freshman of the Year) who transferred to OU 
as a walk-on, Mayfield, this season’s Sporting News Player of the Year, is 
second in the nation in pass efficiency rating (178.9) and passing yards per 
attempt (9.6), while ranking fifth in touchdown passes per game (2.9), sixth 
in points responsible for per game (21.0), seventh in completion percentage 
(.686), 14th in total offense per game (317.4) and 20th in passing yards 
per game (282.4). The Burlsworth Trophy winner has 35 TD passes and five

interceptions. Because of comfortable leads or injury, Mayfield has exited 
early in six of 12 games. OU has run 131 plays without him.

u	 Mayfield has thrown for at least one touchdown in all 12 games and 
has passed for at least three scores in eight contests.

u	 Mayfield has already tied the school single-season record for most 
touchdown passes of at least 70 yards with four. He threw a pair Nov. 7 
against Iowa State (75 and 74 yards).

u	 Mayfield set the OU record for passing yards in a season opener with 
388 (in only three quarters of play) in a 41-3 win over Akron. At No. 23 
Tennessee the next game he rallied the Sooners from a 17-0 deficit with 
touchdowns on their last four possessions in a 31-24 double-overtime 
win. Against Tulsa the following week, Mayfield set the OU single-game 
record for total offense (572 yards; the most by an FBS player this year) 
and tied the school record by accounting for six touchdowns (four pass-
ing). His 487 passing yards in the game stand as the fourth most in OU 
history, and his 226.6 pass efficiency rating was the highest by a Sooner 
with more than 30 attempts in a game. Seven games ago at Kansas State, 
Mayfield tied the school record for TD passes in a half with five in the first 
30 minutes as OU took a 35-0 lead to the locker room. And Oct. 31 at 
Kansas, he threw for 332 yards in the first half, the second most in a half 
in school history.

SHEPARD CLIMBING RECEIVING CHARTS
u	Senior receiver Sterling Shepard has rapidly ascended several OU 
career charts this year.  A 2014 and 2015 first-team All-Big 12 selection 
by the league’s coaches, Shepard ranks second in career receiving yards (3,395) and career receptions (226), and third in career 
100-yard receiving games (12) and career TD receptions (26).

u	 Shepard, who is averaging 130.4 receiving yards and 9.4 receptions over the last five games with six touchdowns, leads the 
team this season in receptions (79), receiving yards per game (100.1) and TDs (11). His 1,201 receiving yards rank as third most 
in OU single-season history. He has eight TDs in five true road games (two at Tennessee, two at Kansas State, one at Kansas, 
two at Baylor and one at Oklahoma State). His TDs against the Volunteers came with 40 seconds left in the fourth quarter and in 
double overtime. He added a 28-yard TD grab vs. West Virginia and a 74-yard score against Iowa State.

u	 Shepard boasts three of the top-10 single-game receiving yardage totals in school history. His 215 yards at TCU last year rank 
second, his 197 yards vs. Kansas State last season rank fifth and his 183 yards at Kansas this year rank ninth (also totaled 177 
receiving yards at Baylor three games ago).

u	 Last year, Shepard totaled 911 receiving yards in OU’s first seven games (130.1 average) before getting hurt on OU’s first play 
from scrimmage at Iowa State. He missed the next game and was limited the rest of the season after returning.

u	 Shepard, who shares the OU single-game record with 15 catches (last year vs. Kansas State), wears the same jersey number 
(3) as his late father, Derrick, who was also a Sooner receiver (1983-86).

PERINE RETURNS TO FORM
u	Over the first six games this year, sophomore Samaje Perine averaged 70.0 rushing yards per outing (4.5 per carry) with 
three touchdowns. Over the last six games, he is averaging 145.2 rushing yards (7.4 per carry) with 12 TDs. For perspective, 
Heisman Trophy winner Derrick Henry of Alabama averaged 6.5 yards per carry (also 12 TDs) over the last six games of the 
regular season.

u	Perine, who has rushed for at least 90 yards in each of the last six games (four games during the stretch with at least 131 
yards), is up to 1,291 rushing yards on the season. He is just the third Sooner to eclipse the 1,000-yard mark in both his fresh-
man and sophomore seasons, joining De’Mond Parker (1996 and ’97) and Adrian Peterson (2004 and ’05).

u	Only six Sooners during the 17-year Bob Stoops era have rushed for 2,000 career yards, and only four have gotten to 3,000, 
and Perine did it faster than any of them. He reached the 2000-yard mark Oct. 3 against West Virginia in only 326 career carries, 
faster than current NFL stars DeMarco Murray (342) and Peterson (365). He got to 3,000 yards at Oklahoma State on his 
472nd carry, bettering Peterson’s mark of 550 carries. For his career, Perine is averaging a stout 6.3 yards per rush.

u	Last year, Perine became the first freshman in Big 12 history to lead the league in rushing, averaging 131.8 yards per game. 
That average ranked him eighth nationally.

u	 The 1,713 net rushing yards for Perine in 2014 were sixth most by a freshman in FBS history and second most in Big 12 and 
OU freshman annals, behind Peterson’s 1,925 yards in 2004. Perine’s total was fifth highest in a season in OU annals.

u	 Against Kansas last year (11/22/14), Perine, who bench presses 440 pounds, amassed an FBS-record 427 rushing yards and 
five touchdowns on 34 carries. The record still stands.

SENSATIONAL SEIBERT
u	Austin Seibert is the only FBS true freshman to handle his team’s placekicking and punting duties. 

u	 Seibert, from Belleville, Ill., became the first freshman kicker in OU history to make each of his first 10 field goal tries. He is 
now 17 for 22 on the year.

u	 Seibert is the only kicker in the country to have made at least 17 field goals and 65 extra points this year.

u	 Seibert leads Big 12 kickers and ranks second among all league players with his 9.9 points per game.

u	 Seibert ranks second in the Big 12 with his 42.4-yard punting average. Ten of his 51 punts have gone 50 yards or more, and 
20 have been downed inside the 20-yard line (only two touchbacks). OU leads the Big 12 in net punting with its 41.5 average. 
The Sooners have allowed only seven punt return yards on the season (on 10 returns) for a nation-leading 0.7 yards per return.

u	Baker Mayfield threw two touchdown passes and ran for another score and Oklahoma beat Oklahoma State 58-23 on Nov. 
28 to take the Big 12 title for the ninth time in the last 16 years. Mayfield completed 17 of 25 passes for 180 yards and added 77 
rushing yards on 11 attempts.

u	 The Sooners gained 524 yards, including 344 on the ground, to claim their third win over a ranked opponent in three weeks. 
Joe Mixon ran for 136 yards and two touchdowns while Samaje Perine rushed for 131 yards and two scores.

u	 Oklahoma rolled to a 44-20 halftime lead thanks to a 30-point second quarter. The Sooners gained 359 yards on 36 plays 
before the break. Perine had touchdown runs of 68 and 25 yards, and Mixon added a career-long 66-yard scoring dash in the 
half. OU’s 44 first-half points were its most in any half since scoring 49 in the first 30 minutes against Nebraska in 2008.

u	 Jordan Thomas intercepted two passes and returned one for a touchdown for the Sooners.

u	 Alex Ross notched his longest kick return of the year with a 90-yard burst to the OSU 4-yard line to set up OU’s first touch-
down of the game. His 170 yards on five kick returns were the fourth most in a game in Sooner history.

u	 Receiver Sterling Shepard caught a team-high 10 passes for 87 yards and a touchdown, while Dimitri Flowers added a 
5-yard touchdown reception.

SCOUTING CLEMSON
u	Riding a nation’s-best 16-game winning streak, No. 1-ranked Clemson (13-0 overall, 8-0 ACC) is coming off a 45-37 win over 
North Carolina in the ACC Championship Game. The Tigers amassed 608 yards of total offense (319 rushing, 289 passing) and 33 
first downs while holding the Tar Heels to 12-of-35 passing on the night. The win gave Clemson its 15th ACC title (first since 2011).

u	 The Tigers rank 12th nationally in total offense (510.6 ypg) and 15th in scoring offense (35.8 ppg). They have surpassed 500 
yards of total offense in nine straight contests. On the other side of the ball, they rank seventh nationally in total defense (295.7 
ypg) and 18th in scoring defense (20.2 ppg). Clemson ranks second in the nation in third-down defense, as opponents have 
converted just 24.9 percent of the time.

u	 Sophomore quarterback DeShaun Watson, who won the Davey O’Brien Award and finished third in Heisman Trophy bal-
loting, has completed 69.5 percent of his passes (ranks third nationally) for 3,512 yards (270.2 ypg) and 30 touchdowns while 
throwing 11 interceptions. He has also run for 887 yards (68.2 ypg) and 11 scores. Watson is 16-1 as a starter at Clemson.

u	 Sophomore running back Wayne Gallman has rushed for at least 100 yards in seven games this year, including a 187-yard 
performance against North Carolina last game. He has rushed for a total of 1,332 yards this season and is just 13 yards shy of the 
Clemson single-season record of 1,345 set by Raymond Priester in 1996.

u	 Junior tight end Jordan Leggett was a John Mackey Award finalist and has totaled 34 receptions for 442 yards and a team-
leading seven touchdowns. He had a TD reception in five straight games at one point, a Clemson record for a tight end.

u	 Junior defensive end Shaq Lawson was named a finalist for the Bronko Nagurski and Rotary Lombardi awards. Lawson leads 
the team with his 9.5 sacks on the year and ranks No. 1 in the nation with 1.7 tackles for loss per game (22.5 total).

u	 Head coach Dabo Swinney has been at the Clemson helm for 100 career games, compiling a 74- 26 record. Swinney’s 74 
wins are the third most in Tigers history.

LAST YEAR VS. THE TIGERS
u	Cole Stoudt threw for three touchdowns and ran for another as Clemson beat Oklahoma 40-6 in the 2014 Russell Athletic 
Bowl. Stoudt was 26 for 36 for a season-high 319 yards. He was sacked four times, but Clemson never turned the ball over. 
Meanwhile, the Tigers, who came in ranked No. 1 in the nation in total defense, held the Sooners’ offense to just 275 yards.

u	 Oklahoma quarterback Trevor Knight returned to the field after missing three games due to injury and finished 5 of 14 
through the air with a pair of interceptions. Samaje Perine rushed for 62 yards but also had a fumble inside the Tigers’ 25-yard 
line that ended the Sooners’ best drive late in the second quarter.

u	 Trailing 20-0, OU’s defense nearly grabbed a bit of momentum when defensive end Charles Tapper appeared to tip, intercept 
and return Stoudt’s pass for a touchdown. But the play was called back on an offside penalty. 

u	 Clemson was efficient in all phases but was also the beneficiary of three early OU turnovers in building a 27-0 halftime lead. A 
47-yard interception return for a touchdown by Ben Boulware was part of a 17-point first quarter. Stoudt completed his first six 
passes and finished the half with two touchdown throws — a 65-yarder to Artavis Scott and a 26-yarder to Mike Williams.

u	 Oklahoma had five turnovers, including three interceptions. The Sooners entered the game averaging nearly 40 points but 
didn’t score until late in the fourth quarter on Alex Ross’ 11-yard run.

INEXPERIENCED O-LINE IMPROVING FAST
u	 OU entered the year charged with the task of replacing three of five starters from an offensive line unit that led the nation by 
surrendering only nine sacks in 2014 and that paved the way for a rushing attack that led the Big 12 with 261.2 yards a contest. 
Gone were LT Tyrus Thompson (Minnesota Vikings, 6th round), LG Adam Shead and RT Daryl Williams (Carolina Pan-
thers, 4th round). Returning starters were senior C Ty Darlington (now 25 career starts) and senior RG Nila Kasitati (24). 

u	 Three OU linemen made their first career starts in the season opener (two of the three played in their first career games).

u	 For the first time in school history, OU started two freshmen at tackle in a season opener. Redshirt freshman Orlando Brown 
started at left tackle and true freshman Dru Samia started on the right side. Brown has started every game at left tackle and 
Samia has started eight games (each of the last seven).

u	 Also making his first career start in the opener was sophomore left guard Jonathan Alvarez. Alvarez played in one game last 
season and that was the opener against Louisiana Tech (saw very limited action in the contest).

u	 In the first six games of the season, OU averaged 158.8 rushing yards per game. Over the last six outings, the Sooners have 
rushed for an average 311.2 yards.

RILEY WINS BROYLES AWARD IN FIRST YEAR AS OU’S OFFENSIVE COORDINATOR 
u	Lincoln Riley, this year’s winner of the Broyles Award as the nation’s top assistant coach, made his OU debut as offensive 
coordinator and quarterbacks coach vs. Akron this year, the same day he turned 32. From Muleshoe, Texas, Riley is no stranger to 
the Big 12, having played quarterback at Texas Tech under Mike Leach and then serving seven years on the TTU staff (the Red 
Raiders played in bowl games all seven years and won five).

u	 Riley has OU ranked third nationally in passing efficiency rating (172.85), third in scoring offense (45.8 ppg), sixth in yards per 
attempt (9.3), seventh in total offense (542.9 yards per game) and 18th in passing offense (307.9 yards per game). The Sooners’ 
773 total yards against Tulsa rank as the sixth most by an FBS team this season and the fourth most in school history.

u	 Riley came to Norman with the reputation as one of the brightest young coaches in the college game. He spent the last five sea-
sons at East Carolina, where the Pirates set more than 50 team or individual records with their up-tempo, spread offensive scheme. 
His five squads own the top five passing seasons in school history and the top four positions for total offense in a season.

u	 Last season, ECU ranked third in the nation in passing offense (371.9 yards per game) and fifth in total offense (533.0 ypg).

u	 The Pirates set a single-season school record with 6,929 yards of total offense in 2014.

SOONERS HAVE DOMINATED BIG 12 ERA
u	Oklahoma’s performance in the Big 12 Conference since Bob Stoops took over as head coach in 1999 has been nothing short 
of dominant. The Sooners have won nine Big 12 titles in Stoops’ 17 seasons, with no other program during that span winning 
more than two.

u	Since the first year of the Big 12 in 1996, OU has claimed nine league titles and is followed by Texas (three), Baylor, Kansas

u	OU owns a league-best 112-29 (.794) record in regular season Big 12 games during the Stoops era. Texas ranks second with 
a 101-40 (.716) record and is followed by TCU (21-15; .583), Kansas State (78-63; .553), Oklahoma State (76-65; .539), Texas 
Tech (71-70; .504), West Virginia (15-21; .417), Baylor (47-94; .333), Iowa State (41-100; .291) and Kansas (32-109; .227).

u	During the modern era of college football (since the end of World War II), the Sooners are the nation’s No. 1 team with more 
wins (617) and a better winning percentage (.762) than any other program.

Nebraska ranks second 
with 32,441 points (in 1,314 games).

u	 No program has more all-time 10-win seasons than Oklahoma, which has 36. In addition, OU’s 22 seasons with at least 11 
wins are the most in college football history.

u	 Since Bob Stoops’ arrival in 1999, OU leads all Power Five conference programs in wins (179) and points scored (8,341).

u	Only Ohio State (105) has been ranked No. 1 in the AP Poll more weeks than Oklahoma (101). OU’s 391 weeks in the AP’s top 
five are more than any other school. The AP Poll was introduced in 1936.

u	 Only Alabama (9) and Notre Dame (8) have earned more all-time AP national championships than Oklahoma (7).

SUNSHINE STATE SOONERS
u	 Four Sooners hail from the state of Florida and three of them are starters. Senior center Ty Darlington is from Apopka (near Or-
lando), senior outside linebacker Eric Striker hails from Tampa and junior safety Ahmad Thomas is from Miami. Thomas played 
three high school games at Sun Life Stadium (won all three). Reserve long snapper Jack Aubel, a freshman, is from Coral Springs.

EXTRA POINTS
u	 Since the start of the 2009 season, the Sooners are 14-1 against teams they lost to the previous season. The only back-to-back 
losses they sustained to one opponent during the stretch came to Baylor in 2013 and 2014.

u	 In the 17-year Bob Stoops era, no team has more AP top-five appearances than Oklahoma’s 120. Alabama (112) is next and is 
followed by Ohio State (97), USC (86) and Florida (82) and Texas (82).

u	 Receiver Mark Andrews has six TD receptions, tied with Ryan Broyles (2008) for OU’s single-season freshman record.

u	The nation’s top three teams in terms of total offense, four of the top seven and five of the top 17 are from the Big 12 Confer-
ence (1. Baylor, 2. Texas Tech, 3. TCU, 7. Oklahoma and 17. Oklahoma State).

u	 Oklahoma is 4-2 all-time in overtime games. Under Stoops it is 3-2.

u	 OU was ranked No. 19 in both the Associated Press and Amway Coaches top 25 preseason polls, its lowest ranking in both 
polls to start a year since its national championship season of 2000. The Sooners started at No. 19 in both polls that year, as well.

u	 In the last five seasons, 27 Sooners have been taken in the NFL Draft (the Big 12 school with the next highest total is Baylor 
with 17). Those 27 picks are the fifth most of any school over the last five years. Only Alabama (37), Florida State (37), LSU (33) 
and Georgia (28) have had more.

u	 OU has had at least four players selected in every NFL Draft since 2008. LSU is the only other school that can make that claim. 

u	 Fifteen Sooners have been taken in the NFL Draft’s first round in the last five years. No other Big 12 school has had more than 
nine in that same span.
